The sound of the Burson Conductor 3 improves steadily within minutes after powered-up. Dependingé
on the resolution of the system and the attentiveness of the listener, you may find that the soundé

continues to improve over the first several weeks of operation.é

Never, connect or disconnect the headphone jack or the RCA cables from the Conductor 3 while musicé
is Conductor 3ing. This could damage the Conductor 3. After your listening session, pleaseé
disconnect the headphone jack from the Conductor 3 to prolong the working life of its headphoneé

output socket.é
